“ART FOR PEACE IN EUROPE AND IN THE WORLD”

An INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION of PAINTINGS, GRAPHICS and SCULPTURES

 in SERBIA, RUSSIA, CROATIA and ITALY dedicated to SAINT ANASTASIA of SIRMIUM
(Author of the project: Pierre Tchakhotine - Chairman of the St.-Anastasia Committee, pastel painter)
After the 1,700th Anniversary of St-Anastasia’s martyrdom in 304 AD in Sirmio, the then capital of the Roman province of Illyria (now Sremska Mitroviza, Serbia) on the River Sava, we are promoting a series of international exhibitions of figurative art, dedicated to St. Anastasia. An outline of St.Anastasia from Sirmium (281-304) and her place in European history

Anastasia was born in Rome from a noble family. Her father Presestat was a senator, her mother Fausta was a Christian. Anastasia was baptized and St.Chrysogone was her preceptor. He used to take her to the Roman catacombs. She lost her mother when she was a child and she was married to a man who opposed her charitable deeds. After her husband’s death, Anastasia devoted her efforts to help persecuted Christians. She went to the Illyrian province where she visited the local prisons, feeding the prisoners, nursing and comforting them. During the last persecution of Christians by Diocletian, Anastasia was denounced as a Christian and she was put on trial. She refused to abjure Christ and was atrociously tortured in Sirmium on the 25th of December 304 AD. She was buried in an orchard by matron Apollonia. When the Christian creed became the official religion on year 325 under Emperor Constantine, a church in Sirmium was built in her name. Anastasia was celebrated on 25th December, a tradition that lasted in Italy as well until the middle of the 20th century. Devotion to her spread in Eastern Roman provinces and reached Byzantium, where she was declared a saint in year 467 for her charitable deeds. Her mortal remains were transported from Sirmium to Constantinople and buried into the basilica of the Resurrection of  the Lord (the Anastasis).
 The veneration to St. Anastasia developed in Italy at the end of the 5th century and was spread  by the Goths, the Longobards and by the Benedictine monks all over Europe during the following centuries.
In Italy at the present time more than 80 places linked to St. Anastasia have been found (churches, chapels, frescoes, etc.) where her cult existed or still lasts. The same thing happened in other European countries. It's a long list, far from being exhaustive. 
At the beginning of the third millennium, the human and spiritual dimension of St. Anastasia unites the history and culture of Western and Eastern Europe. She is a “proto-European” figure and an ideal reference to rediscover our common Christian origins and to build a cultural and moral Europe, in harmony and peace. Anastasia is a great symbol, standing against the war in Balkan lands torn by a long civil conflict. As a martyr of another civil war in the 4th century, St. Anastasia may become the symbol of reconciliation for Balkan peoples and may be recognized as the Patron and Saint Protector of European peoples.
In the years 1995-96 two icons portraying St.Anastasia (one after the western, the other after the eastern tradition) were sent to the Russian station “MIR” (in this Russian this word means “Peace” and World”)  in outer space for 7 months as part of the mission “Saint Anastasia - a hope for peace”, to help the reconciliation of  the ex-Yugoslavia peoples.

The icons as well as the enterprise were blessed by Pope John Paul II, the Patriarch of Moscow Alexis II and the Patriarch of Serbia Pavel. On return from outer space, the icons were taken to the places dedicated to St .Anastasia all over Europe. In 2004, the icons finally reached Sremska Mitroviza, to lie in the land of St.Anastasia's martyrdom and to help Balkan peoples live together in peace.

The exhibitions are supported by the town administrations of Sremska Mitroviza (Serbia), Yaroslavl (Russia), Zadar (Croatia) and Mondovì (Italy, Piedmont – Cuneo Province), by the diocese of Mondovì, Zadar and Jaroslavl, by the Italian, Serbian and Croatian St.Anastasia Promotion Committees, by the Pastel Society of Poland in Nowy Saçz (Poland) and others partners.

The initiative obtained the support of UNESCO, the General Secretary of the Council of Europe, the Pontifical Council for the Culture, the Piedmont Region and the Province of Cuneo.
